Highlights included:

· The district wide master plan is on track – Park Forest Elementary, Gray’s Woods etc.
· The massive high school project is next up. 

· The south building will be torn down for athletic fields and one school will be built. This will eliminate road crossing.

· There is a real need – aging infrastructure, changing educational programs, lack of a campus that is adequate… for example, the cafeteria is too small. 

· Now two years into high school project.
· 500,000 square foot building

· Board will review drawings on October 17

· A Public meeting will be held in November

· An Act 54 hearing will be held in spring.

· Bids will be let in December of 2006.

· Construction should begin in spring of 2007.

· Kids will continue to go to school during construction.

· Project completion expected imn September of 009.

· Cost analysis being done. Best guest _- $80-$100 million.
